At no charge to the families, volunteers deliver and set up
single ot bunk beds, with ALL NEW mattresses, sheets, blankets/quilts, and pillows to needy
Frederick County families whose 3 to 17-year-old kids have no bed.

Why This Matters: Our local SHP chapter is focused solely on ensuring that No Kid
Sleeps on the Floor in Our Town. In January of 2026, our chapter delivered the

. 3,000th bed since it started in 2019. Our church supports the chaptet's activities by

. providing space for the storage of bedding, mattresses and beds. Many members of
our church family are involved in our local SHP chapter. We have a delivery team
from our church that goes out 3-4 times each month to deliver beds.
